	ABOUT THE PROGRAMME:
In July 2010 the MA programme in Gender and Development Studies has been launched in the Distance (ODL) mode. It is already on offer in the on-campus, full-time mode through classroom teaching from July 2009. After successful completion of the first year courses (two semesters in the on-campus programme), a learner has an exit option and would earn a Postgraduate Diploma in Gender and Development Studies. 

The programme is likely to be of interest to academics and researchers; trainers, facilitators, supervisors; staff of organizations working in the area of gender and development; government personnel; personnel working in banks/ financial institutions.
