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About IGNOU
The Indira Gandhi National Open University was established by an Act of Parliament in 1985. Today it serves the educational aspirations of over four million students in India and abroad through 21 Schools of studies and an elaborate network of 65 regional centers, over 5000 study centers, and 67 overseas centers. The School of Social Work (SOSW) at IGNOU was established with the approval of the President of India on August 26, 2007 to meet the educational and training requirements of lifelong learning, particularly in the areas of Social Work and related areas of social intervention. The School has addressed certain select areas of concern such as HIV/AIDS, Counselling, family studies and tribal studies by offering programmes leading to the award of Certificates, Diplomas and Degrees. Since July 2009, SOSW has started the on-campus Masters Programme in Social Work with specialization in Philanthropy and subsequently in July 2010 in Counselling. The SOSW at IGNOU is the first School of Social Work to be offering social work programmes both in ODL and conventional systems. It is the first School of Social Work in India to take social work education to all the States and Union Territories in the country. It has indigenously developed high quality Self Instructional Materials (SIMs) and uses multi-media approach for imparting social work teaching and training through its own (IGNOU's) TV and Radio channels both in English and Hindi. It offers social work programmes to in-service candidates and engages a large number of practitioners for field supervision, both within the country and abroad.

The University is making all efforts to take higher education to the doorsteps of the hitherto unreached. Apart from teaching, research and extension, training constitutes the mainstay of its academic activities. It also acts as a national resource centre and more importantly, functions as an apex body to promote and maintain standards in distance education. The Commonwealth of Learning has recognized it as one of its Centres of Excellence. IGNOU also has the unique privilege of hosting the Secretariats of SAARC Consortium of Open Distance Learning (SACODil) approved by Heads of Governments of SAARC Nations and Global Mega Universities Network (GMUNET) initially promoted by UNESCO.



About Central University of Kerala
The Central University of Kerala was established by an act of Parliament in the year 2009 in order to provide Higher Education with international standard for the Indian youth who will constitute the bulk of the world workforce for the next 50 years. Expansion, Excellence and Equity are the key operational parameters at CUK. Reaching out to all sections of the society, especially the marginalized and enriching them with the most advanced knowledge for building a vibrant India which strengthens humanity is the broad vision behind the establishment of the new Central Universities. About CBCI Chair

The Catholic Bishops’ Conference of India (CBCI), the apex body of the 19 million Catholics in India, sponsored the CBCI Chair in IGNOU.  The Chair was established on February 29, 2000. The MoU between the CBCI and IGNOU facilitated initiatives of IGNOU for launching several socially relevant programmes of study. The principal objectives of the Chair are: To address the needs of disadvantaged sections of the society through educational programmes, extension activities and research and to develop and launch socially-relevant courses and programmes of study such as social work, HIV/AIDS, family life education, substance abuse, philosophy, etc.; to organise seminars and conferences on important socially-relevant themes; to organise an annual Mother Teresa Memorial Lecture; To undertake other activities to address the concerns of the disadvantaged sections of the society.

As such, of the 12 programs of the School of Social Work of IGNOU, 10 programs have been developed and launched by the Chair. More over the regular Annual National Seminar on Social Work Response to HIV/AIDS is a corollary of the CBCI.

About the Seminar
IGNOU has initiated several forms of awareness and formal programs of study in Social Work and HIV/AIDS with the launching of the first distance education program in Social Work in 2004, i.e, BSW. Since then the University has been organizing an Annual National Seminar on Social Work Response to HIV/AIDS. Theme of the Year
“Social Work Education in India:
 Standardization, Quality Assurance and Accreditation”.
Given the fact that Social Work Education in India, even at the close of its 8th decade of eventful existence, is still grappling with several perplexing issues such as the limited professional visibility, sagging standards of educational and training institutions in the wake of a proliferation of social work educational institutions across profitable zones of the nation, quite often on a business model but not based on the need for such institutions, the lack of mechanisms and processes in place to ensure internal quality and above all the conspicuous absence of a regulatory body to regulate and accreditate institutions of social work and its curriculum. The need of the hour is to deliberate on these vital issues that define the destiny of professional social work in India, to share the best practices that are in place and to generate a consensus on the need for a regulatory body and its mechanism to take care of a robust articulation of professional social work in India within a specified period of time, perhaps on or before 2015. 
Hence Educators, Researchers, Practitioners and the students intending to participate in the Seminar are expected to give a profound thought over these matters and come out with invaluable propositions in the direction of consolidating social work education in India in terms of its standardization, quality assurance and accreditation. However the usual emphasis on social work response to HIV/ AIDS will be the undercurrent for the event.
