WOMEN’S AND GENDER STUDIES

FULLTIME/ON-CAMPUS
The Master’s degree programme in Women’s & Gender Studies is proposed to be offered in Fulltime/On-campus mode at IGNOU headquarters, New Delhi. The programme is simultaneously being developed in distance education mode to be launched in the near future

The programme has been launched in modular form with an exit point at the PG Diploma level after successful completion of coursework prescribed for first two semesters. The PG Diploma will consist of core foundation courses in Women’s & Gender Studies.

This degree will equip students with the ability to deconstruct the complex power hierarchies and relationships operating in society, from the perspective of women and gender. The focal areas for the programme include Concepts and Theories in Women’s & Gender Studies; Queer studies; Gender and Power; Gender through Film and Visual Arts;  History of Women’s Movements; Gendered Bodies, Research Methods, Gender and Science, Women and Social Sectors; Gender and Literature, and others.

COURSE STRUCTURE

The course structure with codes and credits for the MA in Women’s & Gender Studies are as follows:
aggregate mainly from humanities and social sciences, but students from science discipline are also welcome.

Besides these eligibility requirements screening will be done on the following basis: academic performance at Bachelor’s level, relevance of coursework taken at Bachelor’s level, demonstrated interest in women’s and gender issues, and gender-related work experience(if any). The Screening Committee will evolve these criteria for the purpose of selection of candidates, due to limited enrollment capacity in the Fulltime/On-campus mode.  The decisions of the screening committee will be final. 

Teaching Modalities for Full-time/On-Campus  students:

Teaching will be carried out through blended learning methodology which may include classroom teaching/lectures, screening of films and other visual aids, IT contact (e-mail, e-groups, etc.) supervised discussions and discussion groups, etc. Classes will be taught by internal faculty as well as external resource persons depending upon the relevant specializations and availability.

Evaluation Methodology:

Students will be evaluated on the basis of term-end semester exams, term papers, assignments, class participation, individual presentations on varied topics,  seminars, group presentations, field work/internship, and any other mode found suitable, depending upon the nature of the particular course.
