Prof.Om Prakash Mishra  and  Dr. D.K.Choudhry, Pro-Vice-Chancellors, could not attend the meeting.

At the outset, the Vice-Chancellor welcomed all the Members and briefed about the ‘Walk-in Admission’ round the year for all the academic programmes that are on offer.

It was also announced in the 19th Convocation Report of the Vice-Chancellor that there would be ‘Walk-in Admission’ round the year for all the academic programmes.

Dr.Srikant Mohapatra, Registrar, SRED, explained the details and the modalities pertaining to ‘Walk-in Admission’ through a Power Point presentation.

2.
After detailed discussion, it was decided that:

2.1. All the academic programmes would be offered in January as well as July cycles of admission.  A prospective student can walk in at the Regional Centre along with credentials and requisite programme fee and submit his admission form.  His/her admission form will be scrutinized and admission confirmed if it is found in order (Action:  SRED/Regional Centres).  
2.2. Although Study material is also required to be provided to the students along with admission confirmation letter, the matter needs to be examined in detail in view of the reason that adequate infrastructure and manpower is required to be created at all the Regional Centres.  However, providing study material on the spot at Regional Centres will be implemented in due course wherever feasible (Action: RSD/MPDD). 
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2.3. Schedule for receipt of filled-in Admission form would be as under:

2.4. Student Handbook & Prospectus would be common for all the programmes (including MBA Banking & Finance), except for the programmes where the admissions are conducted through Entrance test.  There will be no mention of the Year/Cycle in the Prospectus and a simplified Admission Form will be devised [Action:  SRED/ MPDD (MPDD to obtain inputs from the Schools) ].

2.5. Any new programme being launched by the School will be incorporated in the corresponding cycle of admission and no separate Prospepctus will be printed (Action: Schools/MPDD)
2.6. The present practice of printing of separate Prospectus for the programmes where admissions are done through Entrance test will continue (i.e. MP, B.Ed. & B.Sc. Nautical Science) [Action: Schools concerned/SRED).

2.7. Henceforth, ‘Entrance test’  for  B.Ed. will be conducted twice a year along with OPENMAT.  However, there will be no admission in B.Ed. for July 2008 cycle  (Action: SRED).

2.8. All the ‘Entrance test’ (including B.Sc. Nautical Science, DEME & DCLE) will be conducted on the 3rd Sunday of August (for January cycle of admissions) and 1st Sunday of February (for July cycle of admissions) – [Action: SRED]
2.9. Candidates clearing BPP in June TEE shall be eligible for admission to B.A/B.Com/ BTS/BSW and selected Diploma/Certificate Programmes in January session and those clearing BPP in Dec.TEE shall be eligible for admission in July session (Action: SRED/RDs)
2.10. Schedule of activities for July 2008 cycle of admission has already been notified letter No.No.IG/SRE-Ex.IV/WiA/2008/ dated 12.02.2008, a copy of which is placed at Annexure-I.
