Important instructions for assignments

In these assignments you have been asked three types of questions. Answer to long essay type
questions in about 500 words and Short answer type questions in about 250 words and comment type
questions in about 100 words each.



Read questions of each assignment carefully and follow specific instructions, if any, given
there. Also read the units on which the assignment is based and match it with the references.
Outline your answer by collecting and organizing important information regarding the
question. Then clearly write your answer based on the relevant information.

First understand the theoretical questions thoroughly, then study the various concepts and
prepare an answer plan. While answering these questions, pay special attention to introduction
and conclusion. The introduction should be brief and explain what you understand by the
question and what you are going to write. The conclusion should summarize the answer and
emphasize the main points. If necessary, apart from the study material given by the university,
study other books, references etc. related to the subject. Your answers should relate to the
questions given in the assignment and cover all the main points contained in it.
