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Culture is an essential component of
society, providing a framework of beliefs,
values and behaviors that influence the
way people interact with one another. It
shapes our worldviews and identities, and
it reflects the collective experiences of the
people who make wuwp a particular
community. However, while culture plays
an important role in shaping individuals
and society, it is ultimately people who
shape culture. The statement culture does
not make people, people make culture
suggests that culture is not something
that is predetermined or static, but rather
something that is constantly evolving and
shaped by the actions and the choices of

individuals.
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
