(a) This is the first-ever history of the 

literary theory and criticism produced 

during the Middle Ages that covers all 
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the main traditions in Latin, the major 

European vernaculars and Greek. 

Starting with sections on the rich array 

of materials found within the study of 

grammar and the formal arts of poetry 

and letter-writing it proceeds to offer a 

full description of the Latin 

commentary tradition on classical and 

classicizing literature, followed by 

explanations of medieval views on 

literary imagination and memory, and 

the ways in which certain texts were 

believed to achieve moral profit through 

pleasure. The remainder of the volume, 

and its largest part, is taken up with 

accounts of the diverse theoretical and 

critical traditions which developed in 

the vernacular languages, ranging from 

Medieval Irish to Old Norse to Middle 

High German. Since many of the most 

significant developments occurred in 
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Italy, a series of chapters is devoted to 

the contributions made by Dante and 

the commentators on his works, the 

debates on Latin vs. Vernacular, and 

humanist views on poetry and prose. 

(b) Progress in areas such as menstrual 

health, girls’ learning, child marriage 

prevention, gender responsive social 

protection, and maternal health. 

Illustrate the importance of deliberate 

gender results, with clear indicators 

and targets, and of gender-targetted 

resourcing. But other areas such as 

gender-based violence, harmful 

practices, and girls’ secondary 

education, remain under resourced by 

partners in some cases and plagued by 

deep-rooted and persistent barriers to 

progress, and have been subjected to 

alarming risks of setbacks owing to the 

effects of the COVID-19 pandemic. 
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(c) Meditation can also be described as 

diving deep within ourselves. Each time 

we dive, we touch the Ground of our 

being and undergo permanent 

transformation; and when we surface, 

we express that transformation in our 

actions and conduct.

The sheaths are 

pictured as interpenetrating, one inside 

the other, like the segments of a 

collapsible telescope, the physical 

sheath being the outermost and the 

sheath of bliss the innermost.
