The Centre for Extension Education (CEE) was established in IGNOU in July, 1995. The following are the
activities of the Centre for Extension Education:

2000 A.D." from 17th November to 19t.h November, 1995. The thrust areas of the Workshop were:

b) Management Technology and Development

The workshop was attended by 160 Delegates representing non-Govt. organisations, Public Sector
Undertakings, International Agencies, Academics and Govt. Departments. Besides identifying the
thrust areas for Extension Education, issues like establishing linkages and partnerships, empower-
ing of NGOs, delivery mechanisms etc. were deliberated upon. The Workshop was inaugurated by
Hon'ble Shri Jagannath Mishra, Minister for Rural Areas and Employment and the Valedictory Ad-
dress was given by Shri P. R. Dasgupta, Secretary, MHRD.

2) During the period September, 1995-March, 1996, the Centre for Extension Education entered into a
negotiation with a number of agencies for developing extension education packages. The Extension
Council approved the following programmes :

The programme will
be inaugurated by Shri S.V.M. Tripathi, Director General, CRPF, and the Valedictory Address will be
given by Hon'ble Justice Mohammed Sardar Ali Khan, Chairman Minorities Commission of India.

4) A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is expected to be signed in April, 1996 between The

Indian Renewable Energy Development Agency Ltd. (IREDA), Govt. of India and Indira Gandhi
National Open University (IGNOU) to cooperate and collaborate regarding Information Dissemina-
tion and Human Resources Development in the areas of Renewable Energy in the country. For the
implementation of all these aspects, a Task Force has been constituted with members of IREDA and
IGNOU.

13. PANCHAYATI RAJ PROJECT

As a step towards projectisation to facilitate addressing urgent areas of national interest, IGNOU has taken
up preparation of a massive programme of education and training for elected members of the Panchayati
Raj Institutions through distance mode of education. The project is being sponsored by the Ministry of .
Rural Areas and Employment, Govt. of India.

The main objective of the programme is empowerment of rural masses through elected functionaries for
ensuring their effective participation in the process of self-governance. Multimedia package being pre-
pared includes self-learning print material, audio/video programmes and contact programmes. The print
material is being prepared in most simple language and.is extensively illustrated. This has been done
keeping in view that even neo-literates can benefit from the materials. Audio/video package is also in-
structional in nature and is also intended to compensate for those who cannot take full advantage of the
print material because of prevalent illiteracy.

In the initial stage, programme is being addressed to elected members of panchayat in one selected State -
Madhya Pradesh. Subsequently, the programme is expected to be extended to other states in regional
languages. In Madhya Pradesh alone, 4,52,507 panchs have been elected at the village level itself. It is
intended to cover this vast number of elected functionaries in different stages.

The implementation strategy envisaged to be adopted includes to reach every elected functionary through a
package of illustrative print material to be reinforced through specially prepared audio-video package. It
is presumed that the elected functionaries will need some counselling by the trained counsellors once they
have assimilated the print material reinforced by the audio/video programmes. In order to develop a dedi-
cated cadre of counsellors, it is planned to use both face to face and sattellite based training facilities.

It will be the first attempt of its kind when a massive programme of education and training is being
organised on such a large scale.

In recent times, distance education has emerged as a viable and cost-effective mode of education in the
global context. National or geographical boundaries are no longer barriers in the pursuit of education.
Several Universities from the developed world are making efforts to attract students from the developing
countries. There have been demands from abroad, especially from those areas where there is a significant
concentration of Indian expatriates, to offer IGNOU's programmes and courses to them. There have also
been requests from the governments in several developing countries to make IGNOU programmes available
to students in their countries.

The University has decided to make its programmes available to students outside the country. The method-
ology envisaged is to establish partnership with suitable institutions outside the country through memo-
randa of understanding. A provision for this purpose is being made in the statutes of the. University. An
Advisory Committee has been set up to guide and advise the University in operationalising the instruc-
tional activities. A Unit is also being set up to coordinate these efforts with a nuclear staff.

15. INTERNATIONAL CO-OPERATION

The Indira Gandhi National Open University (IGNOU) is one of the founder members of the Asian Asso-
ciation of Open Universities (AAOU) and the Distance Education Regional Resource Centre (DERRC) and
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has actively participated in their activities right from the beginning. The Vice-Chancellor, two Pro Vice-
Chancellors and a few other academic members ofIGNOU participated in the IX Annual Conference of the
AAOU held at Taipei (Taiwan) in December 1995. The Vice-Chancellor and the Pro Vice-Chancellor-I
also attended the annual meetings of the Executive Board and the General Body of the AAOU and the
DERRC. At the meeting of the Executive Board, Prof. Ram Takwale, Vice-Chancellor, IGNOU, was unani-
mously elected President of the AAOU for the three-year period 1996 to 1998. At the same meeting, Dr.
S.K. Gandhe, PVC, IGNOU, was also nominated Secretary-General of the AAOU for the same period.
Since both these officials had their normal headquarters at New Delhi, it was decided by the Executive
Board to shift the AAOU Secretariat from Bangkok to New Delhi. Accordingly, the Secretariat has been
shifted to the IGNOU premises and functions directly under the Secretary-General, Dr. S.K. Gandhe.

Many senior officers of IGNOU participated in various international fora and contributed to the cause of
distance education. The IGNOU has also decided to set up its Study Centres in some foreign countries,
notably the countries in the Middle East, where sizeable Indian population resides, and from where there
have been consistent demands for such Study Centres. Necessary effort to set-up these Centres in the near
future are already afoot.

16. CONVOCATION

The 6th Convocation of the University was held on May 6, 1995 at New Delhi. Shri Madhavrao Scindia,
Minister for Human Resource Development was the Chief Guest who also delivered the Convocation ad-
dress. A total of 8,214 candidates qualified for the award of various degrees/diplomas and certificate
programmes. Gold medals were awarded to the first rank holders in 17 Programmes who received the
medals at the Convocation.

17. ACTIVITIES REGARDING OFFICIAL LANGUAGE

The Hindi Cell of the University is engaged in implementing Official Language Policy of the Government
of India and to increase the use of Hindi in administrative and other work in the University. In this
connection the work done by the Hindi Cell during 1995-96 is as under:

1. Three meetings of the Official Language Implementation Committee were held and progress of Hindi
was discussed during this period.

2. 'Hindi Pakhwara' was organised and a number of competitions and workshops were held during this
period.

3. Quarterly Report regarding progressive use of Hindi from various Schools/Regional Centres/Divi-
sions/Units were collected and forwarded to the Ministry of HRD in consolidated form .

. ,,
4. All the sign boards, name plates, etc. displayed in the University Campus were inspected and action

taken to make them bilingual.

5. Action was taken to prepare a roaster of officers/employees of the University who have working
knowledge of Hindi.

6. A number of workshops were organised to train and motivate the officers/employees to work in Hindi.
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7. Manual for Regional Director and Accounts manual were translated. Apart from this, all notifica-
tions pertaining to the Governance Cell and circulars, letters, orders, memoranda, press releases,
parliament questions, etc. relating to the University were also translated.

8. Ten JATs, have been nominated to learn Hindi typing through correspondence course under Hindi
Training Scheme run by Official Language Department, Ministry of Home Affairs. Besides one JAT
has also been nominated for full time training in Hindi Typing.

9. To access the progressive use of Hindi in the University two sections have been inspected during the
year.

10. Separate workshops for different staff members viz. Directors of the Schools/Head of Divisions, Deputy
Registrars/Assistant Registrars, Section Officers were organised to make awareness about the Offi-
cial Language Policy and Rules of Government of India.

All the typing work received from various Schools/Divisions/Units, etc. was done in the Hindi Cell. The
Hindi Cell is also providing assistance to officers/employees in day to day working in Hindi.

18. RESOURCES

During 1995-96,the total funds at the disposal of the University amounted to RS.I07.49 Crores. Details of
the income and expenditure during the year is indicated below:
