The Members were informed that the following Madarsa Boards have
approached the University to recognise their certificates for admission to
IGNOU programmes.

The members were further informed that a similar case of recogniticn of
certificates issued by different Madarsa Education Boards was placed before
the Equivalence Committee in its 5™ meeting held on 12" December, 2006.
However, the Equivalence Committee did not approve the recognition of their
certificates and decided that such students may join IGNOU programmes
through Bachelor Preparatory Programme (BPP).

A letter F. No. 16-227/2016 Sch. 3, dated 5™ June, 2017 issued by Ministry
of Human Resource Development infer alia stated as under regarding
recognition of the certificates issued by the Delhi Urdu Education Board :

‘2. Urdu Education Board (UEB), Delhi has been granted the status of a
Minority Educational Institution by the National Commission for Minority
Educational Institution (NCMEI) and not as a Minority Education Board,
and as such it cannot conduct public examinations and issue certificates
for Secondary and Senior Secondary levels.”

Keeping in view the lack of clarity in this regard, the SRD has written to the
Education Departments of the respective State Governments in case of the

The members were informed that SRD has received a request from

Maharashtra State Open School (MSOS) for recognition of its certiﬁcaﬂfes for
admission to IGNOU Programmes. The SRD vide its email dated 7 ng.
2020 requested the Chairman, Maharashtra State Open School to provice

However, the MSOS could not provide any of the above mentioned
documents except mentioning that the Maharashtra State Open School is
established under Section 8 of the Companies Act from Ministry of Corporate

In view of the above, SRD has taken up the matter with the Government of
Maharashtra with a request to clarify the recognition status of the
Maharashtra State Open School. The response from the state government is

still awaited.

To report action taken regarding BA / BCom / BBA degree awarded by
Jamia Milia Islamia (JMI), New Delhi to the Armed Forces Personnel
(AKASHDEEP and GYANDEEP) after lateral admission to 3" Year under
Vertical Mobility (ODL mode) for purpose of academic pursuit in IGNOU

The members were informed that the Equivalence Committee in its 12"
meeting has taken up the matter of recognition of B.A./B.Com/BBA, degrees
awarded by Jamia Milia Islamia (JMI) through ODL mode under Armed
Forces Personnel (AKASHDEEP and GYANDEEP) after lateral admission to
3™ Year under Vertical Mobility, for admission to IGNOU programmes.
However, it was found that there is a variation in the marks awarded by
Jamia Millia Islamia, New Delhi, through Open and Distance Learning (ODL)
mode and that of IGNOU to Armed Forces Personnel as per the followirg
details:

It was clear that JMI had awarded the degree under the above mentioned
projects for a total of 800 marks as against IGNOUs weightage of 1200
marks. Therefore, the Equivalence Committee had decided in its 12" meetirg
to refer the matter to the Distance Education Bureau (DEB) of UGC for a

clarification.

In view of the above decision, the SRD referred the matter to Distance
Education Bureau, UGC, New Delhi vide letter No. IG/SRD-R-
IV/Equiv./2020/692 dated 30" July, 2020 for clarification on recognition /
acceptance of these certificates for admission to IGNOU programmes. A
reminder in this regard has also been sent on 8" January, 2021. However.
the response is still awaited.

The All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE), New Delhi also issued
a Public Notice No. P&AP/10(04)/2017 dated 31-10-2017 which states as

under:

“ .. the Council in its 52" Emergent Meeting held on August 03, 2077
decided to recognize equivalence for all purposes including Higher Education
& Employment to Technical Courses conducted by various Professional
Bodies/Institutions which were duly recognized by MHRD with permanent
recognition upto 31° May 2013. Thus all those students who were enrolled
with these institutions with permanent recognition up to 31.05.2013, stand
recognized.”

The All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE), New Delhi Vide
another Circular F.No. 13-56/PC/ODL-Mode/AICTE/2020 dated 25
November, 2020 has reiterated the same recognition status of (he certificates
issued by the above mentioned institutions.

In view of the above, the University has already recognized the Section A
& B Examinations of the institutions mentioned at Sr. 1 i.e. Institution of
Engineers (India) (IEl), Kolkata, and Sr. 2 i.e. Aeronautical Society of India.
New Delhi as equivalent to Graduation for purposes of admission to IGNCU
programmes.

The members discussed the proposal of recognition of the Section A and B
Examinations of the institutions mentions at Sr. 3 to 12 on the same ana'ogy.
Consequently, the Committee resolved to recommend to the Acadamic
Council to accord recognition to Section - A and B of Associate Membersh p
Examination of the following institutions as equivalent to graduation degree
for admission to IGNOU post graduate programmes on the basis of AICTE
Public Notice dated 31%' October, 2017. However, the recognition will ke
restricted to the students who were enrolled with these institutions wi'h
permanent recognition up to 31.05.2013 only:
