There. are a number of open Universities in the country offering various

degrees/diploma through the mode of non-formal edr-lcation. The Open

Universities have been established in the country by an Act of Parliament or

State Legislature in accordance with the provisions contained in Section 2(0 of

Universitlr Grants Commission Act, 1956. These universities are, therefore,

empoweied to award degrees in terms of Section 22(1) of the UGC Act, 1956.

A circular was earlier issued vide UGC letter N.F.1-8/92(CPP) dated

February,igg2 mentioning that the Certificate, Diplomas and Degrees awarded

by lndira'Gandhi NationaT Open University are to be treated equivalent to the

corresponding awards of the Universities in the country'

Attention is further invited to UGC circular No.F1-25l93(CPP-li) dated 28th

JufV,-igg3 (copy enclosed) for recognition of degrees and diplomas as well as

transfer of ireOit for courses succe;sfully completed by students between the

two types of universities so that the mobility of students from open university

stream to traditianal universities is ensured without any difficulty.

prescribed. Academic collaborations with the foreign Universiiles for the grant
of any degree/ diploma/ certificate shall also re[uire priot approval oi the
commission as hereinafter prescribed.

The consolidated list of UGC approved nomenclature of degree{s) for the
purpose of Sectibn 22 (3) of the University Grants Commission Act, 1956 is
enclosed as Annexure. The approved nomenclature may be followed by the
specific area of specialization to be reflected in the parentheses.

This list shatl be reviewed and updated by the uGC from time to time under
intirnation to all the universities. lf a univeisity wishes to start a new course it
shall approach the UGC for its approval six months prior to starting the degree
prograrnme.
